Ethiopian Statistics Proclamation

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to establish a modern, integrated, and well-governed
National Statistical System that ensures the production, coordination, and dissemination of high-
quality, timely, and reliable statistical data to support development planning, policy formulation,

and national transformation programs;

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to establish a clear institutional framework whereby a
Board provides strategic leadership, the Ministry of Planning and Development carries out policy
direction and regulatory functions, and the Ethiopian Statistical Service exercises technical

authority over all of its own activities throughout the statistical lifecycle;

WHEREAS, it is essential to provide a comprehensive and coherent legal framework that clearly
defines the roles and responsibilities of stakeholders within the National Statistical System,
ensures professional independence, strengthens institutional capacity, and avoids duplication of
efforts and conflicting data through the use of harmonized standards, classifications, metadata,

and statistical systems;

WHEREAS, it is necessary to ensure a clear separation of roles between regulatory, operational,
and oversight functions within the National Statistical System, in order to enhance

accountability, transparency, and professional integrity;

WHEREAS, it is necessary to align the National Statistical System with internationally
recognized principles and standards, including the United Nations Fundamental Principles of

Official Statistics and the African Charter on Statistics;

WHEREAS, the existing legal frameworks, the Central Statistics Authority Establishment
Proclamation No. 442/2005, as well as the statistical provisions included in the Definition of
Powers and Duties of the Executive Organs Proclamation No. 1263/2021, are inadequate to
address emerging data sources, including geospatial, digital, sensor-based, and big data
technologies, and lack mechanisms to harness innovations in data science for evidence-based

decision-making;



WHEREAS, it has become necessary to recognize and strengthen the Ethiopian Statistical
Service as an autonomous principal institution with professional independence entrusted with the
production and dissemination of official statistics, and to ensure that it, together with other
members of the National Statistical System, carries out its functions efficiently through the use

of modern technologies;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with Article 55 (1) of the Constitution of the Federal

Democratic Republic of Ethiopia, it is hereby proclaimed as follows:
PART ONE
GENERAL

1. Short Title

This Proclamation may be cited as “Ethiopian Statistics Proclamation No.... /2026.”
2. Definitions

In this Proclamation, unless the context requires otherwise:

1/ “Statistics” means systematically organized quantitative or qualitative information obtained
from censuses, surveys, administrative records, and other emerging data sources, including
geospatial, digital, sensor-based, and big-data systems, processed and analyzed to provide

reliable evidence;

2/ “Statistical Program” means an official document prepared by the Ministry and the
Ethiopian Statistics Service that outlines priority statistical areas and serves as the basis for the
planning, coordination, and execution of statistical activities within the National Statistical

System, through defined mid-term and annual programs;

3/“Statistical Survey” means the primary collection of individual data from respondents of a
given population carried out by a producer of statistics exclusively for statistical purposes

through the systematic use of statistical methodology;



4/ “Statistical Unit” means the elementary observation or measurement unit, namely a natural
person, a household, an economic operator or other undertaking for which data are collected or

derived:;

5/ “Statistical confidentiality” means to the obligation of official statistics producers to protect
individual data throughout the entire lifecycle of collection, storage, and dissemination;

6/ “Statistical Register” List of units maintained for statistical purposes, including

characteristics of the units needed to meet the purposes;

7/ “Statistical Services” means the professional collection, organization, analysis, interpretation,
and dissemination of data to support informed decision-making, policy formulation, and

monitoring of economic, social, and demographic trends;

8/ “Official Statistics” means statistics produced and disseminated by the Ethiopian Statistical
Service or other producers of official statistics in conformity with the United Nations
Fundamental Principles of Official Statistics, internationally agreed statistical standards, codes

and recommendations as well as applicable national legislation and programs;

9/ “Statistical standards” means standards, classifications, concepts, definitions,
methodologies, metadata requirements, quality assurance frameworks, and protocols adopted for

the production and dissemination of official statistics;

10/ “Data” means quantitative or qualitative information in raw or organized form, obtained
from censuses, surveys, administrative records, or any other sources, and which may be

processed, analyzed, and disseminated to produce statistics;

11/ “Administrative Data” means data collected by government organs or other institutions
while providing services, executing programs, or enforcing laws, primarily for administrative or

operational purposes rather than for statistics or research purposes;

12/ “Big Data” means data generated by business or government transactions, social media,
phone logs, communication devices, web scraping, sensors, other similar sources and

characterized by high volume, velocity and variety;



13/ “Data Provider” means any public or private entity, that produces data primarily for own

purposes;

14/ “Emerging Data Sources” means new or non-traditional data generated through digital
technologies, sensors, satellite and geospatial systems, mobile devices, online platforms, social
media, and other technology-based processes that can be used for producing statistics;

15/ “Individual data” means the most detailed level of data about statistical units;

16/ “Metadata” means structured or unstructured information that describes, explains, identifies,
or otherwise makes it easier to collect, use, manage, or interpret data, including information on

the content, quality, condition, origin, format, structure, and characteristics of such data;

17/ ‘Data source ¢ means censuses, sample surveys, administrative records, continuous
registration systems, and other emerging technological or alternative data sources, including

those generated by public or private entities;

18/ “Geospatial Data” means data that is associated with a geographic location or spatial
reference, obtained from mapping, satellite imagery, remote sensing or similar technologies, and
used for the production and analysis of statistics;

19/ “Microdata” means a unit-level data collected through censuses, surveys, administrative
records or other data collection processes which pertain to individual persons, households,

establishments, or other statistical units;

20/ “Data Quality” means the degree to which data and statistical outputs are fit for their
intended use, as reflected by their relevance, accuracy, timeliness, coherence, comparability and
reliability;

21/ “National Statistical System” means the integrated set of institutions, including the
Ethiopian Statistical Service and other government organs authorized to collect, compile,
produce, and disseminate official statistics, together with the legal, institutional, and coordination
arrangements, standards, and procedures governing their activities, through which official

statistics are generated and disseminated in Ethiopia;



22/ “Census” means the collection, compilation, evaluation and dissemination of basic data
pertaining to economic, social and demographic sectors through a complete enumeration of units

in a defined scope, place and time frame;

23/ “Continuous Registration” means the recording of vital events or economic and social
establishments, on a continuous basis, by adopting legally prescribed procedures at national,

regional state or lower administrative levels;

24/ “Dissemination” means the activity of making official statistics, statistical analyses,

statistical services and metadata accessible to users;

25/ “Identifier” means a sequence of characters allowing direct identification of a statistical unit
from one or a combination of identifiers, using its name, exact geographical location or

identification number without ambiguity;

26/ “Other Producers of Official Statistics” means government bodies other than the Service
authorized by law to produce official statistics;

27/ “Production” means all the activities related to collection, processing, analysis and storage
of data which are necessary to compile statistics;

28/ “Release” means the dissemination of official statistics, including revised statistics, to make

them publicly known for the first time;

29/ “Respondent” means an individual person, a household, a private or public entity that is
requested to provide information about themselves, including their activities through sample

surveys, census or registration carried out by producers of statistics;
30/ “Director General” means the head of Ethiopian Statistical Service;

31/ “Use for statistical purposes” means the exclusive use of data for the development,
production and dissemination of official statistics, including all activities regulated by this

Proclamation;

32/ “Government Organization” means any organ of the federal or regional state government

and includes a public enterprise owned by the federal or a regional government;



33/ “Ministry” or “Minister” means Ministry or Minister of of Planning and Development,

respectively;

34/ “Region” means the regions established under Article 47 of the Constitution of the Federal
Democratic Republic of Ethiopia and newly organized in accordance with Article 47, Sub-
Article (3) letter (e), and the Addis Ababa and Dire Dawa City Administrations;

35/ “Person” means any natural or legal person;
36/ Any expression in the masculine gender includes the feminine.

3. Scope of Application

This Proclamation shall apply to the following federal, regional and citiy administration organs

and procedures:

1/ Producers of Official Statistics;

2/ Respondents;

3/ Administrative data providers;

4/  All users of official statistics;

5/ Any data in the possession of producers of statistics;

6/ All statistical surveys and census operations and administrative data production;

7/ Continuous registration systems.

4. Fundamental Principles of Official Statistics

The United Nations Fundamental Principles of Official Statistics and the African Charter on

Statistics, listed below, shall also be applicable on this Proclamation:

1/ Relevance of statistical results,

2/ Impartiality of Producers of Official Statistics

3/ Equal Access of statistics

4/ Applying Professional Standards, Scientific Principles, and Professional Ethics

5/ Transparency and Accountability



6/ Prevention of Misuse of Statistics
7/ Right of Selecting Sources of Official Statistics
8/ Confidentiality of Individual Data
9/ Institutional Coordination
10/ Use of International Standards
11/ Coordination of the National Statistical System
12/ International and Regional Cooperation
PART TWO

ORGANIZATION OF THE NATIONAL STATISTICAL SYSTEM

5. Reestablishment of the Service

1/ The Ethiopian Statistical Service (hereinafter the “Service”) is hereby reestablished as an

autonomous Federal Government organization having its own legal personality;
2/ The Service shall be accountable to the Ministry.

6. Organization of the Service

The Service shall have:
1/ The Ethiopian Statistical Board (hereinafter “the Board”);

2/ A Director General to be appointed by the Prime Minister based on professional criteria and

experience;
3/ Deputy Director Generals to be appointed by the Prime Minister, as necessary;

4/ The necessary staff.

7. Head Office



The Service shall have its Head Office in Addis Ababa and may have branch offices, as may be

necessary.

8. Scientific and Technical Independence

No undue influence may be exerted in the affairs of the Service, its staff or its implementing
units by any person in technical matters regarding data sources, the selection of statistical
methods and procedures, dissemination, or observance of statistical confidentiality.

9. The Ethiopian Statistical Board

1/ Composition of the Board

a) The Board shall have nine (9) members without including the Director General of the
Service;

b) The composition of the Board includes, but not limited to the following:

) Government Organs;

i)  Academic and Research Institutions;
1ii)  Private Sector representatives;

Iv)  Professional Associations;

v)  Civil Society Organizations;

vi)  Renowned Professionals;

c) Members of the Board elected from the above entities shall be professionals with recognized

expertise in statistics, economics, population studies, data science, or related fields;
d) The term of service for members of the Board shall be three years;

e) Members of the Board may not be elected for more than two consecutive terms;
2/ Chairperson of the Board

a) The Chairperson and other members of the Board shall be appointed by the Prime

Minister;

b) The Chairperson shall give strategic direction on the agenda of the Board and chairs its

meetings.



3/ Secretary of the Board

a) The Service shall serve as the Secretariat of the Board,;

b) The Director General of the Service shall be the Secretary and a non-voting member of
the Board,

c) The Secretary shall coordinate and follow up the implementation of decisions of the
Board.

4/ The Board shall convene quarterly, and particulars regarding procedures of the Board’s
meetings, its decision-making, reporting, and other related activities shall be determined by

regulation.

10.Powers and Responsibilities of the Board

The Board shall have the following powers and responsibilities:

1/ Ensure, approve and coordinate the implementation of the Multi-annual National Statistical
Development Program, the strategic plan of the Service, annual statistical work plans, and
national statistical priorities and standards, including the Ethiopian Data Quality Assessment
Framework and the National Statistics Release Calendar;

2/ Ensure the operational and professional autonomy of the Service and other members of the

National Statistical System, and protect them from undue external interference;

3/ Oversee and coordinate statistical activities across the National Statistical System to ensure

consistency, harmonization, and adherence to internationally agreed statistical standards;

4/ Oversee and lead the activities of Sectoral Statistics Coordination Committees and Technical
Working Groups composed of relevant institutions, to effectively manage statistical activities

and coordinate the System;

5/ Promote institutional cooperation and facilitate effective data sharing and interoperability
among National Statistical System members, in accordance with established procedures and

protocols;



6/ Provide strategic leadership on the adoption of innovative data collection methods, technology

and best practices and generally on the Ethiopian statistics development;

7/ To ensure transparency, accountability and continuous improvement within the National
Statistical System, conduct regular peer reviews on statistical practices and performances, where
necessary, by establishing independent evaluation teams to guarantee credibility and continuous

improvement;

8/ Require government institutions that produce official statistics to establish a unit that deals

with statistical activities.
9/ Strengthening strategic partnerships for resource mobilization.
10/ The Board reports to the Office of the Prime Minister.

11.Powers and Responsibilities of the Ministry

The Ministry shall have the following powers and responsibilities regarding the National

Statistical System.

1/ Ensure compliance of applicable laws and codes of practice governing statistical activities
within the National Statistical System; submits legal amendment to the concerned body, when

necessary,

2/ Coordinate the design and preparation of multi-annual statistical development programs, and

ensure their alignment with national development goals and international obligations;

3/ Prepare multi-annual statistical programs by involving the Service, get them approved by the
Board, and follow up their implementation;

4/ Review annual statistical work programs submitted by producers of official and other statistics
to ensure their alignment with national development priorities and the multi-annual statistical

development framework;

5/ Facilitate the integration of the National Statistical System by promoting a unified information

network across government bodies, supporting the adoption of common data exchange standards,



and coordinating interoperability across producers of official statistics, in consultation with the

Service;

6/ Facilitate mid-term and end-term evaluations of multi-annual statistical programs to be

conducted;

7/ Oversee and assess the activities of producers of official and other statistics through audits,
reviews, and evaluations to ensure their compliance with established standards and the Code of

Practice for Official Statistics;

8/ Oversee the implementation of the national statistical calendar, monitor the observance of its

provisions, ensure its consistency, and alignment with national development plans;

9/ Ensure the implementation of the Ethiopian Data Quality Assessment Framework across all

relevant statistical operations;

10/ Oversee and coordinate the statistical activities of all producers of official statistics to ensure
that statistical programs are harmonized, do not duplicate, and do not impose unnecessary

response burden on individuals, households, businesses, or other institutions;

11/ Develop, approve, and enforce national statistical policies and standards in collaboration with
the Service, including statistical definitions and classifications, to ensure that official statistics
are produced in accordance with internationally recognized standards, classifications, and

methodologies of the United Nations system and other relevant international organizations;

12/ Represent the country in international forums and intergovernmental bodies concerned with

statistical governance and development at the political and diplomatic level.

12.Powers, Responsibilities and Functions of the Service

The Service shall:-

1/ Collect, compile, analyze, and disseminate official statistical data on the economic, social,
demographic, cultural, environmental, scientific, technological, and other relevant areas, in

accordance with the standards and procedures of the National Statistical System.



2/ Access data generated by public or private entities, subject to the data and personal data
protection requirements prescribed by law and such data may include information from censuses,
sample surveys, administrative records, big data sources, continuous registration systems,
statistical registers, geospatial and digital information systems, and other modern technological

or alternative sources;

3/ Establish, implement, and enforce appropriate statistical methods, definitions, classifications,
and technical standards, consistent with the policies and standards approved by the Board, and

aligned with national and international norms governing the production of official statistics;

4/ Implement national statistical standards across the National Statistical System and ensure their
uniform application in the production, compilation, and dissemination of official statistical data;

5/ Prepare revisions of the Ethiopian Data Quality Assurance Framework and submit them to the
Board for approval, and shall conduct data quality assurance assessments on statistical activities

within the National Statistical System in accordance with established standards;

6/ Promote statistical literacy and the effective use of statistics within the National Statistical

System and the general public;

7/ Provide capacity building, technical support and advice for Government and other bodies on

administrative data management and data reporting system;

8/ Ensure that domestic statistical data are produced in a manner that enables comparability with
the statistical data of other countries, international organizations, and the United Nations organs,
through adoption of internationally recognized standards, classifications, and methodologies;

9/ Prepare and periodically update the National Statistical Calendar, in comsultation with the

Ministry;

10/ Determine the areas for which statistical data are required and the appropriate data
compilation procedures, in consultation with users through the Users-Producers Consultation
Forum, taking into account national and international priorities to ensure the relevance and

usefulness of official statistics;



11/ Serve as national data storage center for official statistics, organize data storage center at the

head office and improve its capacity;

12/ In coordination with the Space Science and Geospatial Institute, or any other similar
institution, collect geospatial data for statistical purposes, and convert statistical data to digital
and geospatial formats to facilitate data visualization and dissemination;

13/ Undertake studies and research on statistical methods and promote the utilization of the

results thereof;

14/ Monitor advancements in scientific research techniques, methods, and information
technologies in the field of statistics, and take appropriate measures to adopt and implement such

advancements;

15/ Provide technical assistance and advice to regional states and city administrations in
planning, coordination, and execution of statistical activities, regarding collection, organization,
analysis, publication, and dissemination of statistical data, upon request;

16/ Follow up and support the establishment and strengthening of statistical registration systems
in regional states and city administrations to ensure alignment with National Statistical System

Standards and practices;

17/ Cooperate with international organizations, government institutions and other organizations,

to undertake specific surveys outside the scope of its plans and programs;

18/ Establish a Statistical Center of Excellence within its institutional framework with the
objective of strengthening the quality, coordination, and innovation of the Ethiopian Statistical
System. The center shall serve as a hub for methodological research, capacity building, and best

practices in official statistics;

19/ In collaboration with relevant sectoral statistical bodies, shall prepare detailed annual work
plans, organize programs in a technical manner, and ensure their accessibility by making them

public;

20/ Design administrative data and statistical reporting systems for statistical purposes to be

followed by government agencies and other organizations and assist their implementation;



21/ Collaborate with national and international professional associations in the fields of statistics

and related disciplines to sponsor statistical conferences; as appropriate;

22/ May charge fees for providing raw data of survey and census as per the guidelines, except for

government organizations and those permitted free access;

23/ Advise and support government institutions to establish their respective statistical units;
24/ Advise the Government on all matters of statistics;

25/ Provide scientific and technical explanations to the results of official statistics;

26/ Issue guidelines to be applied across the National Statistical System for the development,

production and dissemination of official statistics, in consultation with the Ministry;
27/ Provide statistical, data collection and compilation services

a) Upon request, provide statistical, data collection, and compilation services utilizing data
under its possession, in accordance with the principles of quality, integrity, credibility,
and confidentiality of official statistics;

b) Conduct program verification for results of program indicators that are linked with cash
flow and implemented under different funds;

c) May charge reasonable fees to cover additional costs incurred in preparing and providing
access to such data, as will be determined by regulation;

d) Detailed procedures and implementation modalities for the provision of such services

shall be determined by regulation.
28/ Participation in International cooperation
The Service shall:-

a) In its areas of competence, shall participate in international workshops and conferences to
develop and implement statistical standards and recommendations;
b) be the focal point for all international technical cooperation activities concerning

statistics;



c) Notwithstanding the provisions of sub article (b), other producers of official statistics

may participate at international level regarding sectoral technical matters;
29/ Update the list of producers of official statistics.

30/ Shall work in cooperation with the regional producers of statistics in the planning,
production, harmonization, exchange, and dissemination of official statistics or administrative

data;

31/ Details regarding other powers and responsibilities of the Service shall be determined by a

regulation.

13.Powers and Duties of the Director General

The Director General shall:
1/ Be the head of the Service and shall direct and administer the activities of the Service;
2/ Without prejudice to the generality of sub-article (1) of this Article, the Director General shall:

a) Exercise the powers and duties of the Service stated in this Proclamation;

b) Recruit and administer employees of the Service in accordance with the federal civil
service laws;

c) Prepare and submit to the Ministry the work programs and budget as well as the activity
reports of the Service;

d) Effect expenditure in accordance with the work program and budget approved for the
Service;

e) Represent the Service in all its dealings with third parties;

3/ May delegate part of his powers and duties to the officials and other employees of the Service

to the extent necessary for the efficient management of the Service;

4/ Provide leadership in the strategic development of official statistics and in fostering

partnership and stakeholder engagement to enhance its relevance, quality, and impact;

5/ Represent the National Statistical System at the international level and facilitate international

statistical cooperation and collaboration;



6/ Provide technical advice and recommendations to the Board on the inclusion of data and
activities of other producers in the list or category of official statistics, in accordance with the
Fundamental Principles set forth under Article 4 of this Proclamation and through transparent
and documented procedures;

7/ Promote the use of the statistical standards such as concepts and their definitions, naming and

coding and classifications applied in official statistics by data providers;

8/ Facilitate the correct interpretation of statistics and comment publicly on any misuse or

misinterpretation of official statistics.

14.Powers and Duties of the Deputy Director Generals

The Deputy Director Generals shall:

1/ Coordinate and direct the activities of the departments or units under their respective

supervision;

2/ In the absence of the Director General, act on his behalf and on the basis of specific delegation

of powers given to each of them; and
3/ Perform any other activities assigned to them by the Director General.

15.Duties of Other Producers of Official Statistics

1/ Generate sector-specific data that are not generated by the Service in accordance with National

Statistical System statistical standards;

2/ Comply with National Statistical System’s statistical standards, principles, and procedures, to

ensure the reliability of sector-specific data;

3/ Ensure that sector-specific data are collected, reported, and shared in a timely, accurate, and

reliable manner, in accordance with national data-sharing laws;
4/ In collaboration with the Service, improve statistical methods and national statistical practices;

5/ Contribute to the improvement and harmonization of statistical practices within their

respective sectors in accordance with national and international standards;



6/ In collaboration with the Service and the Ministry, ensure each sector’s contributions to the

development of statistical methods and data production activities are aligned with national goals.

16.Budget

The budget of the Service shall be obtained from the following sources. The implementation of

budget is according to the Government laws of budget administration.
1/ Budget allocated by the Government;
2/ Revenue collected from training fees and other service charges;

3/ Financial, material and technical support from other countries’ peer institutions and

international development partners.

17.Administration of employees of the Service

Notwithstanding the provisions of the Federal Civil Servants Proclamation No. 1353/2025;

1/ the Service may undertake and implement organizational structure study as may be

appropriate for its functions;

2/ the Service shall study salary scale and employment benefit schemes for its employees;

implement same when approved.

18.Books of Accounts

1/ The Service shall keep accurate and complete books of accounts;

2/ The books of accounts and financial documents of the Service shall be audited annually by the

Auditor General or by auditors designated by him.

PART THREE

STATISTICAL PROGRAMS AND DATA PRODUCTION

19.Statistical Programs




1/ A mid-term and multi-annual national statistical program, aligned with national development
plans and international commitments, shall be formulated as the leading framework for the

development, coordination, and implementation of the national statistical system;

2/ The Program shall be designed to ensure the establishment of a reliable, integrated, and high-
quality statistical system by strengthening institutional and human capacity, improving data
systems and coordination, and promoting the use of modern technologies to support evidence-

based decision-making;
3/ Statistical programs approved by the Board shall constitute Government programs;

4/ Producers of official statistics shall be provided with the necessary resources for their effective

implementation;

5/ Detailed procedures for the preparation, approval, and execution of statistical programs shall

be determined by regulation.

20.Data Production

1/ Data for the production of official statistics shall be collected from appropriate sources,
including censuses, sample surveys, administrative records, big data sources, and digital,
geospatial, and other modern or alternative data systems, in accordance with established

standards and procedures;

2/ The production of official statistics shall ensure consistency and comparability through the
application of recognized national and international classifications and standards, including those

relating to economic activities;

3/ The Service and other producers of official statistics are entitled to exchange anonymized
individual data, exclusively for the development, production and dissemination of official

statistics, in their respective area of competence as indicated in their statistical programs;

4/ Any person who intends to conduct a national level statistical survey shall consult the Service

and obtain approval on the statistical survey methodology prior to implementation;



5/ Detailed procedures governing data production, coordination, and data-sharing shall be

determined by regulation.

21. Access to Administrative Data

1/ Government organs or other institutions shall provide administrative data and the
corresponding metadata to the relevant Producers of Official Statistics free of charge, for the
production of official statistics. The administrative data and the metadata provided shall include
sufficient details to ensure quality;

2/ Administrative data providers, prior to planning to develop a new data collection method or
carry out a major revision in their data collection methods or processing in relation to production

of Official Statistics, they shall consult the Service and, where appropriate, the Ministry.

22.Census

1/ Censuses may be conducted on different topics, encompassing population, housing, building,

economic establishments, or agricultural operations;

2/ Census data may be collected through complete enumerations, sample censuses,

administrative records, or combination of these data sources;

3/ Respondents or data providers are obligated to provide correct data for census operations on

time;

4/ Population and Housing Census operations shall be regulated by “Census Commission

Reestablishment Proclamation No. 449/2005;

5/ The Ministry, in consultation with the Service may establish a Steering Committee for

coordinating operations of other types of censuses or large scale surveys.

23.Statistical Reqgisters

1/ The Service shall establish and maintain statistical registers, which shall consist of:

a) comprehensive statistical units,

b) associated attributes or identifiers or types or expressions of statistical registers, and



c) essential identifiers required for production of official statistics which shall be utilized

only for statistical purposes;

2/ Statistical registers under possession of the Service shall be protected under strict

confidentiality;

3/ All institutions, including government entities, shall provide the Service the requested data for
the purpose of updating statistical register on timely basis by adhering to the prescribed

methodologies and standards outlined in this Proclamation.

24.Duties of Respondents

1/ Regarding the data they provide, respondents shall be informed about the purpose, scope,
legality, importance, measures taken to ensure confidentiality of data, and obligation to provide
data;

2/ Individuals, households, private and public entities and other respondents shall cooperate with

statistical surveys and census activities;

3/ Information provided by respondents in statistical surveys and censuses shall be correct and

submitted within the required timeframe, in the required format and free of charge;

4/ 1f respondents falsify information, or fail to respond within the specified timeframe, they shall

be held liable in accordance with the penalty provisions of this Proclamation.
PART FOUR

STATISTICAL CONFIDENTIALITY AND HANDLING OF INDIVIDUAL DATA

25.Statistical Confidentiality

1/ Individual data obtained by statistical activity shall be used exclusively for statistical purposes
and cannot be used for any investigation, security, legal or administrative decision-making by

any national or international institution;

2/ Producers of Official Statistics may process and store individual data with identifiers with

strict confidentiality so long as necessary for statistical purposes;



3/ All data collection forms that contain identifiers shall be destroyed immediately after their

importance for statistical purposes ceases.

26.Release of Individual Data Sets

1/ Statistical information, which enables to identify an individual may be disseminated only if

that individual has unambiguously given his consent to the disclosure;

2/ Producers of Official Statistics may release sets of individual data if the identifiers are
removed or they have been anonymized so that individuals cannot be identified directly or
indirectly;

3/ To prevent an indirect identification of an individual, the necessary cautions shall be taken of
all relevant means that might reasonably be used, including matching individual data with other

publicly available information.

27.Access to Microdata

1/ Authorized users may access anonymized microdata held by the Service or other Producers of

Official Statistics in accordance with microdata access guidelines;

2/ Access shall be limited to data relevant and necessary for the approved purpose, excluding all
personal identifiers and any information that may permit direct or indirect identification of

individuals or entities;

3/ Researchers granted access shall not disclose individual data or derived aggregates that could
lead to identification, and shall comply with all confidentiality and data protection requirements.

28.Subcontracting

1/ Producers of official statistics may subcontract parts of the tasks related to producing statistics
or support activities to a subcontractor only when statistical confidentiality and professional

independence are ensured,;

2/ The subcontractor who is given a task according to sub article (1) of this Article shall perform
its activities as per the fundamental principles under Article 4 and other requirements of this

Proclamation.



PART FIVE

QUALITY, RELEASE AND DISSEMINATION OF OFFICIAL STATISTICS

29.Ensuring Data Quality

1/ To guarantee quality, official statistics shall be produced and disseminated by using
harmonized standards and methods on the basis of the scope, concepts, definitions, units and

classifications of official statistics;

2/ Producers of official statistics shall document sources and methods used in the production
process, as well as the resulting datasets, in a standardized way. Users shall be kept informed
about the sources and methods of producing statistics and quality of statistical outputs through

metadata;

3/ Producers of official statistics shall establish, implement, maintain and strengthen data quality
control mechanisms based on Ethiopian Data Quality Assessment Framework in their built-in

data management systems.

30.Quality Assessment

1/ Producers of official statistics shall regularly organize consultative forums for users and
respondents to provide feedbacks, and shall use such feedbacks in the improvement of official

statistics and the quality of data;

2/ Producers of Official Statistics may collaborate with higher education and research
institutions, statistical or related professional associations, other countries’ statistical agencies,

and relevant national and international organizations to improve the quality of official statistics;

3/ The Service, based on Ethiopian Data Quality Assessment Framework and recommendations
on data quality assessment conducted by itself, shall report to the Board on the quality of official

statistics developed and disseminated by members of the National Statistical System;

4/ Regarding the institutional environment, work process and statistical results of the producers
of official statistics, an assessment may be conducted, where necessary, based on data quality
requirements, by domestic or foreign professionals, with the consent of the Board.



31.Establishment and Publication of Release Calendar

1/ The Service in collaboration with the Ministry shall establish and publicly disseminate an

advance release calendar specifying the dates for the release of Official Statistics;

2/ The release calendar of official statistics shall be publicized in the first quarter of Ethiopian
Fiscal Year. It shall be readily accessible through the Minister’s and the Service’s official

website and other appropriate channels of communication;

3/ In case of unforeseen alterations to the release calendar of official statistics, a prior public
announcement shall be made by giving clear and cogent reasons;

4/ Official Statistics shall be released at the pre-announced date, thereby ensuring simultaneous

access for all users.

32.Procedures for the Release of Statistical Data

1/ The Service shall establish and maintain official channels for the dissemination of Statistical
Data;

2/ Statistical data shall be released in readily accessible and user-friendly formats that include
summary tables and charts, as well as detailed information in open and machine-readable content

to enable users to conduct further analysis.

33.Dissemination Policies and Practices

1/ The Ministry in consultation with the Service, shall develop and regularly update a
comprehensive dissemination policy that outlines its strategies for effectively reaching diverse

user groups;

2/ The Service shall enhance statistical literacy among the public through educational initiatives

through clear and concise communication of statistical concepts.

34. Compliance with International Standards and Transparency Obligations

1/ The Ministry shall ensure that dissemination practices and metadata conform to internationally

recognized statistical standards and quality frameworks, providing transparent information on



data sources, methods, classifications, and data quality, including any revisions or corrections

made to previously released Statistical Data;

2/ The Ministry and the Service shall maintain transparent procedures by clearly communicating
revisions to Statistical Data, and by establishing mechanisms for users to provide feedback on

dissemination practices, which shall be duly reviewed and considered.
PART SIX

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

35. Criminal Liability
Whosoever contravenes to this Proclamation shall be subjected to criminal liability under
Ethiopian Criminal law.

36. Repealed and Inapplicable Laws

1/ Central Statistics Authority Establishment Proclamation No. 442/2005 is hereby repealed;

2/ Article 28 (1) (s) and Article 56 of the Definition of Powers and Duties of the Executive
Organs Proclamation No. 1263/2021 is hereby repealed;

3/ Any law, regulation, directive or practice inconsistent with this Proclamation is inapplicable

regarding matters provided herein.

36. Power to Issue Reqgulations and Directives

1/ The Council of Ministers may issue regulations that may be necessary for the implementation

of this Proclamation;

2/ The Ministry may issue directives that may be necessary for the implementation of this

Proclamation and the regulations issued under the Proclamation.

37. Responsibilities of Regions

1/ Regions may issue their own statistics law;

2/ Regional statistics laws shall be consistent with the fundamental principles of official statistics

and the standards included in this Proclamation, or shall contain stricter standards;



3/ Regional States shall cooperate in the implementation of the National Statistical System.

38. Transitional Provisions

Rights and duties arising under the provisions of the repealed laws may continue so long as they

do not contravene this Proclamation.

39. Effective Date

This Proclamation shall enter into force on the date of publication in the Federal Negarit Gazette.
